Dear Concerned Apprentice,

It is recommended to speak to the
Foreperson privately and respectfully at
first. Ask for the layout information to be
provided to them as well as the
Agreement stipulates that electrical
layout and work is our work and the
Operating Engineer is there to operate
equipment and not do electrical work. A
private conversation at first is a good
approach as the Foreperson may not
even realize that they are doing it. If that
does not resolve the situation, then talk
to the following in this order: trusted JW
on the jobsite, job steward, and shop
steward. If it is not resolve, contact the
Hall and discuss with a Union Rep.
